PURPOSE:  
The purpose of this memo is to request that the Commission select a recipient for the city’s annual Bike Hero Award. 
 
RECOMMENDATION OR DIRECTION REQUESTED: 
Select a 2024 Bike Hero recipient. 
 
BACKGROUND 
The purpose of the Tempe Bike Hero Award is to celebrate bicycling in Tempe, increase awareness of bicycling as 
an alternative mode of transportation, promote bicycling as an environmentally-friendly recreational activity and 
illustrate the dedication of Tempe residents and organizations to bicycling.  
 
Award criteria include: 

• Individuals who live or work in Tempe. 

• Tempe-based organizations. 

• Demonstration of how the nominee promotes bicycling in Tempe including listing his/her or the 
organization’s achievements and contributions to bicycling along with specific instances of bicycle advocacy.  
Contributions that could qualify for the award include, but aren’t limited to, the following: 

o demonstration of using a bicycle as a significant mode of transportation 
o consistent implementation of bike-friendly facilities at a business site 
o organization of bike events 
o bike-friendly elements in facility design 
o bike safety advocacy 
o youth involvement in bicycling 
o advocacy for bicycle-friendly roads
