Community Connections

Many artists receive inspiration for their art from the world around them. Among Chuck Jones’ inspirations
for his animated cartoons was the Arizona desert. Jones lived in California and often visited Arizona, where
he saw dramatic red buttes and canyons that served as the background for his Wile E. Coyote and Road
Runner cartoons. The happy-go-lucky Road Runner always managed to escape the clever efforts of the ever
optimistic coyote trying to capture him.

Objectives

2. Students are able to identify numerous sources for art ideas.

Preview Lots of Ways to Learn PowerPoint. Consider using your web browser to locate Wile E. Coyote and
Road Runner cartoons to show how Chuck Jones got ideas from his trips through the deserts of Arizona.

Use your web browser to search for “Wile E. Coyote” and “Road Runner” stills, videos and cartoons di-
rected by Chuck Jones, for example, Jones’ award-winning 1951 cartoon, “Duck Amuck” or Chuck Jones’
“Extremes and In Betweens.” Many of these are available in the public domain.

Activities
Unit Preview: Introduce the theme in life that “We all learn everyday” by discussing how learning can hap-
pen both in schools and outside schools.

Introduce the theme in life
“Artists learn from teachers, from other artists, on their own, from family and from the world
around them.”

Introduce the two key questions students will be working with in the unit:
1. How do artists learn how to be artists?
2. How do artists use lines expressively?

Introduction: Display the Lots of Ways to Learn PowerPoint to:
e Introduce the wide range of ways that people, especially artists, learn.
e |llustrate some of the ways that a particular dancer, singer and architect learned to do what
they do.
e |ntroduce the famous animator and director, Chuck Jones, and how he continued to learn
throughout his life.



e Identify sources for Chuck’s character Wile E. Coyote.
e Briefly introduce expressive lines, which students can find in Jones’ work.

Guided Practice
Consider showing online videos of Wile E. Coyote and Road Runner asking students to identify plants, ani-
mals, and landforms inspired by the Arizona desert.

Transfer from Students’ Prior Knowledge

Ask students to identify as many different ways they have learned how to do something as they can, for
example, the rules of a game, a song they like to sing, new vocabulary words, a good joke or trick. Then
focus specifically on what and how they have learned in art. Be sure to discuss the role art teachers, family
members or others may have played in their learning experience. Include trips to an art museum, public
art seen in their community and something they may have learned about art from books, TV, movies, com-
puters or the Internet.

Review and Concluding Remarks

Note that even though Chuck Jones was very successful, he never stopped learning and looking for new
ideas from books, through lots of practice, in school, from radio and phonograph records and from the
world around him.

Transfer to TCA
Explain that students will have an opportunity to see many artworks and cartoon drawings by Chuck Jones
at the Tempe Center for the Arts — or using the Chuck Amuck exhibition online preview.

“Exploring Expressive Lines” worksheet in advance of your trip and discuss the extent to which students
might complete any or all of the worksheet at the center or whether any or all of the questions or ideas
might be addressed during their tour.

Read optional “Questor Questions about Chuck Jones’ Drawings” pdf and decide whether you might
want to use it to follow up after a visit to the Chuck Amuck exhibition.

Activities

Review and Application: Distribute the “Exploring Expressive Lines” pdf worksheet to all students and ask
them to answer as many questions as they can during their tour. If writing responses on the worksheet is
not practical or possible during the tour, use the worksheet to guide students in focused observation as



circumstances permit. For example, you might use questions on the worksheet when students assemble or
travel to the TCA or when they assemble for or travel back to school.

Take notes on any new information presented by the docent as well as interesting questions, observations
or responses made by students during their tour. If the circumstances of the visit do not allow students to

complete their worksheets, explain that later, in class, you will lead a discussion of discoveries they made
about expressive lines in the exhibition using online Chuck Amuck Exhibition Preview PowerPoint.

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Lesson Three: Elementary & Middle School

“Animals Have Feelings Too” is appropriate for elementary and middle school students. Lesson Four,
“Creating Cartoon Characters,” is appropriate for high school students.

Objectives
1. Students are able to give animals human emotions (personification).
2. Students are able to change parts of a drawing to express feelings.
3. Students are able to use lines expressively.

Preparation

Preview Animals Have Feelings Too PowerPoint. Preview Facial Expressions (pdf) and Animals (pdf) hand-
outs to decide whether you will make copies as references for your students. Assemble any cartoon books,
books with photographs of animals or webpage printouts of cartoons of animals you may wish to use to
support students’ learning.

Decide whether you want your students to draw their animals first in pencil and then trace lines directly on
those pencil drawings to change parts and add expressive lines or whether you might want to make (low
contrast) photocopies of their pencil drawings with which students can experiment. Or ask students to
trace their pencil drawings by holding them up to a window to provide more opportunities for experimenta-
tion. You also may wish to allow students to color in areas of their drawings.

Activities

Review the theme in life that “We all learn everyday” by retelling what they learned from the work of Chuck
Jones about lines and creating expressive characters. Review the theme in art that “Artists learn from
teachers, from other artists, on their own, from family and from the world around them.” Explain that in
this lesson students will learn how to give animals human features by following the example of Chuck
Jones. Also review the unit’s two key questions: a) How do artists learn how to be artists? and b) How do
artists use lines expressively? Explain that in this lesson they will learn more about how Chuck Jones cre-
ated cartoon characters and how he used expressive lines.

Definition and Guided Practice
Display the first 11 slides of the “Animals Have Feelings Too” PowerPoint to:
e Show how Chuck Jones changed parts of animals to give them human feelings.
Define the term “personify.”
Analyze feelings expressed in a lion cartoon.
Identify how Jones changes parts of the face of his bookworm to express different feelings.
Compare lines Jones used in different cartoons.

Step-By-Step Instructions

Display the last seven slides of the “Animals Have Feelings Too” PowerPoint to:
e Introduce the drawing assignment.

Draw an animal in pencil.

Change parts of the animal (face and head) to express a feeling.

Review line choices.

Trace lines to make them more varied and expressive.

Show student samples.

In-Process Feedback

Before students add lines to finish their drawing, ask them to partner with one or two classmates to de-
velop ideas for improvement and suggestions about the best kinds of lines to reinforce the feeling of the
drawing.

Presentation

Display the completed animal personification drawings. Lead a discussion with the following questions:
e What parts of the animal has the student changed? How?
e What feeling does the animal express?
e What kinds of lines did the student choose?

Fails to Meet Expectations: Lines in the drawing show no variety.
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Lesson Four: High School

“Creating Cartoon Characters” is appropriate for high school students with access to digital cameras and a
computer lab with Abobe Photoshop. Lesson Three, “Animals Have Feelings Too,” is appropriate for el-
ementary or middle school students.

Objectives
1. Students are able to use exaggeration to make an expressive artwork.
2. Students are able to use lines expressively.

Preparation

Because this project requires some advanced Photoshop skills, it is best suited for students with some
prior Photoshop experience. Preview the Creating Cartoon Characters PowerPoint. Read detailed “Step-By-
Step Computer Instructions” at the end of this lesson plan to be sure you understand all the steps in the
process.

Activities

Review the theme in life that “We all learn everyday” by retelling what they learned from the work of Chuck
Jones about lines and creating expressive characters. Review the theme in art that “Artists learn from
teachers, from other artists, on their own, from family and from the world around them.” Explain that in
this lesson students will learn how to exaggerate features of a photo of themselves and add lines to cre-
ate a cartoon character of themselves by following the example of Chuck Jones. Review the unit’s two key
questions: a) How do artists learn how to be artists? and b) How do artists use lines expressively? Explain
that in this lesson they will learn more about how Chuck Jones created cartoon characters and how he used
expressive lines.

Introduction and Definition
Display the first ten slides of “Creating Cartoon Characters” PowerPoint to:
e Define and give examples of exaggeration.
e Analyze how lines can increase the expressiveness of an artwork.



Assignment
Explain to students that they are to demonstrate what they have learned by transforming a digital image of
themselves into an expressive cartoon through exaggeration and addition of line.

Step-By-Step-Instructions
View remaining “Creating Cartoon Characters” PowerPoint slides to show steps in creating a cartoon char-
acter and also to show several high school student samples:

1. Create a canvas, upload a photograph of yourself and remove the background.

2. Use afilter called “liquify” to exaggerate facial features, apply emotions and alter body shapes.

3. Several steps are required to achieve this cartoon effect (including applying a surface blur filter).

(See detailed step-by-step instructions at the end of this lesson plan.)
4. Add the finishing touches to your cartoon by creating lines for definition. Then lighten the image

with levels.

3. Remove color from layer

6. Remove values and create value shapes
